* Before Esther wore a crown, she was
positioned. God placed her in
preparation long before promotion came

 Scripture reveals that divine promotion
follows divine positioning, not personal
ambition.

Jesus Himself spent thirty years in obscurity before stepping into
public ministry.

Hidden seasons are not wasted seasons—they are forming seasons.

When believers submit to Christ’s positioning, promotion comes
without striving, because God lifts those He has prepared.
